Chapter One Book Store will present Bill McKibben

reading from his new book, “Deep Economy: the Wealth
of Communities and the Durable Future” on Sunday,
March 25 at 7 p.m. at the Community Room at City Hall
(Bedford Building).  The event is free to the public.  This
book is an attempt to move the discussion about
economics from, “how can we afford more things,” to
“how do I make my life better?”  He argues that a new
economy, focusing more on local foods and products,
would have beneficial effects on global warming, reduce
wage disparity, invigorate local farmers markets, and
increase general “neighborliness.”  He mentions a
friend’s bumper sticker; “Think Globally.  Act
Neighborly.”  I expect that his views would be in
alignment with most of our members.  

McKibbon is a world-class author.  His book, “The

End of Nature,” published in 1989 was one of the first to
point out the immediate dangers of global climate
change.  He is a former staff writer for “The New
Yorker” and writes regularly for “Harper’s,” and other
publications.  He is a scholar in residence at Middlebury
College and lives in Vermont with his wife, author Sue
Halpern, and their daughter.  

His connection to skiing?  Seven years ago he wrote

a book called “Long Distance: Testing the Limits of
Body & Spirit in a Year of Living Strenuously.”
